The Borrd of Directors may
alsc have, at the discretion of the Board of Dicectors, & Cheinmmen of the Board, apd such other officery
s pay be appointed in accordemce with such orgepjzational documentation az the C.V.U. Board of
Directors shall promulgste.

The date will
be determined by the Board of Directars with a mmimum of two (2) weeks public netice. All nominocs
must be received and acceptsd by the Nominations Committes not later that the weekend prior to the
coming siection, Nominations msy be accepted from the floor st the AGM, however, thess must be with
prior niotice to the President or Vice-President, and accompenied by written potice of scceptance from
proposed candidate.
